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Rent is due and payable on the first (1st) day 
of each month and shall be considered 
delinquent after the fifth (5th) business day 
of the month.

If you have not 
paid rent by the fifth (5th) business day of 
the month, you will be sent a delinquent rent 
notice, and you will be charged a late fee of 
thirty-five dollars ($35.00). If rent is not paid 
by the expiration date on the delinquent rent 
notice, your file will be referred to legal 
counsel for the purpose of filing an eviction 
complaint with the courts.
